Point Series
As in previous track seasons we will again be running the point series.

Riders in each grade (in both Seniors and Juniors) will be awarded points for 1st – 3rd place in most races each Friday night for the duration of the season.
At the end of each four week round, the points for each grade will be tallied with prize monies presented the following Friday night.
Each rider will be awarded an automatic 5 points for every race night they compete in with consistency just as valuable as actual placings.

Points for individual races will be awarded on a 3,2,1 structure with the first rider across the line taking out the maximum 3 points, two for second and 1 point for third.

In the case of a teams event (e.g. pursuit) each rider on the winning team will be awarded a maximum 2 points and the other team 1 point.

In the event that two grades have to be combined for a race night (if numbers are low), the points will be awarded with the first rider in each grade (regardless of the overall placing) receiving the maximum 3 points, the second 2 and third 1 point.
Points can and will be deducted by the commissaires if a riders actions during, and even after a race, are deemed dangerous or do not comply with the clubs racing code of conduct.
